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WHEN EXECUTIVE CHARGE ASSUMES EXECUTIVE OVERSIGHT

All too often we sit idly by and
watch as some form of systemic
malfunction continues to deteriorate
our Jjudicial system, correctional
system, and the parole process in
general. Each time we hear the usual
questions: "How did this happen?"
"Where was the oversight?" "Whatever
happened to transparency in
government?"

It should nc longer come as a
surprise to any U.S. citizen that
our "adversarial-based" justice
system intended to be impartial,
with each side receiving equally
balanced and weighed justice, has
become no more than a farce with a
few trappings of justice decorating
a state-prosecuting railroading
machine. If you happen to disagree
with that characterization, then
perhaps you should ask yourself why
it is that state prosecutors always
succeed in over 90% of their
prosecutions. Some might argue that
the prosecutors enjoy their success
rate due to the plea bargain system,
but the plea bargain is essentially

an exchange of immunity, or a
reduced sentence, for shamelessly

prepared perjury against a targeted
person. This is a morally
reprehensible system = based on
secretly furnished testimony and
intimidation. -Prosecutors in any of
the European nations would
immediately be disbarred for the use
of such tactics. Our judicial system
obviously lacks any credible
judicial oversight.

In California, during the twenty
years that passed between 1977 to
1997, the number of prison employees
multiplied by six, numbering 24,000,
and has now exceeded 30,000. The
number of state prisoners multiplied
by eight, numbering 160,000, and
exceeded 173,000 prisoners by 2007.
If one were to combine the total
number of prisoners in the UK,
France, Japan, Germany, Singapore
and the Netherlands, you'd find that
California has more prisoners then
all of those nations combined, even
though the combined citizenry of
those nations is 11 times greater
than that of California.

Recently, Dennis Yates, the Mayor
of Chino, California, visited one of
the three state prisons located in
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
