THE EVER PRESENT POLITICS OF PAROLE

It’s easy for those who are short-
timers, or those not recently incar-
cerated, to cast stones at the many
long-term prisoners who've chosen
not to adopt today's prison yard
politics of mass self-destruction. In
California, with the implementation
of the latest victim’s rights act
(Marcy’s Law) which gives the CA
parole board the authority to deny
any further parole hearings for 15
years, the term-to-life prisoner
population is being forced to make
some rather rough decisions. The
new generation of prisoners, gener-
ally made up of short-timers under
30 years of age, have basically been
handed the “keys” meaning control
of all the many forms of prison yard
politics.

The lifers within these facilities
have chosen to stand down, be-
cause they (term-to-life prisoners)
are no longer willing to face the 15
year denial of parole that comes
with the many forms of disciplinary
infractions that arise from such
politics.

Not surprisingly, the new genera-
tion of young knuckleheads have
been repeatedly making bad policy,
and therefore bad calls. The general
population yards have now become
under the oppressive rule of cow-
wards who demand that any and all

debts or other matters of personal
difference between any two prison-
ers, must be dealt with by each of
the two prisoner’s entire race or
gang affiliation, by (normally) com-
ing out on the prison yard the next
day and rioting, instead of handling
the problem “man to man” as was
the previous practice.

For those who [ail to properly par-
ticipate, they will be “bombed off the
yard” (assaulted or stabbed) by vari-
ous prisoners of their own race or
gang at a later date. So, as we have
seen in recent years, most general
population yards remain in a con-
stant state of lockdown status
eleven months out of twelve, due to
the continuous riots.

The majority of term-to-life pris-
oners, and most classes of prisoners
who have served 20+ years (both
classes generally being over the age
of 40) have consistently viewed the
new generational politics with con-
tempt. It is also the term-to-life
prisoners who must face a parole
board to gain release from prison
that are saddled (and limited to)
with having to make one of three
bad choices:

1) Remain in the general population
and “go with the flow”, meaning that
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
